








Sorting Out Your Phone Settings

Disabling Screen Unlock Security

If you have created an unlock pattern, PIN or password,

you can disable it.

1. Press the Menu Key > Settings > Location &
security > Change screen lock.

2. Draw the screen unlock pattern or enter the
PIN/ password you have created.

3. Tap None.

Protecting Your SIM Card
with a PIN

Every SIM card comes with a PIN. The initial PIN is
provided by your mobile phone carrier. It's best to lock
your SIM card as soon as you can.

1. Press the Menu Key > Settings > Location &
security > Set up SIM card lock.

2. Tap the Lock SIM card check box.
3. Enter the PIN you've been given and tap OK.

Changing Your SIM Card PIN

You can change the PIN you've been given to one
easier for you to remember and harder for others to
guess.

1. Press the Menu Key > Settings > Location &
security > Set up SIM card lock.

2. Make sure you already checked the Lock SIM card
check box.

3. Tap Change SIM PIN.
4. Enter the old PIN and tap OK.
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5. Enter your new PIN and tap OK.
6. Enter the new PIN again and tap OK.

Restoring a Locked SIM Card

Put all your confidential passwords in a safe place for
future use. If you enter the wrong SIM card PIN more
times than allowed, your SIM card will be locked and
you cannot access the mobile phone network. Contact
your operator for a PIN Unlock Key (PUK) to restore
the SIM card.

Setting up Credential Storage

This allows you to select applications to access secure
certificates and other credentials.

Enabling Secure Credentials

1. Press the Menu Key > Settings > Location
& security.

2. Tap Set password and create a password for the
credential storage.

3. Tap OK.

TIP: You can also install encrypted certificates
from your microSD™ card by tapping Install from
SD card.

Deleting Secure Credentials

1. Press the Menu Key > Settings > Location
& security.

2. Tap Clear storage to clear credentials.



Sorting Out Your Phone Settings

Managing Your
Device Memory
Press the Menu Key > Settings > Storage.

You can view the space information of the microSD™
card as well as the phone storage.

o Unmount SD card: You can unmount the card to
safely remove it without switching the phone off.

e Erase SD card: Erase all data on the memory card.

Privacy: Reset to
Factory Settings

Press the Menu Key > Settings > Privacy > Factory
data reset > Reset phone > Erase everything.

WARNING: All your personal information and
downloaded applications on your phone will be erased
after resetting the phone.

Managing Applications
Press the Menu Key > Settings > Applications.

¢ Manage applications: Manage or remove
installed applications.

¢ Running services: Check currently running services
and stop them if needed.

o Storage use: View storage used by applications.

¢ Development: Set options for application
development.

Tap the Unknown sources check box if you want

to install applications from sources other than
Android™ Market. Note that you may compromise your
phone and personal data by installing such applications.

How to Install an Application

You can install an application from the Android
Market (Home Key > @) by selecting the item
you want to download and tapping Download >
Accept & download.

You can also install a non-Market application. Make
sure that you select an application developed for your
device and processor type before installing it.

1. Copy the application file to the microSD™ memory
card and install the card on your phone.

. Press the Home Key > B > Filer, and open the
folder where the application file is.

3. Tap the file to start installation.
4. Select Settings.

. Tap the check box next to Unknown sources and
then tap OK.

. Press the Back Key.
. Tap the file to start the installation again.
. Tap Install.

. Read the installation instructions that come with the
application and follow it to complete the setup.

Managing Other Settings

Search Settings

You can manage search settings and search history by
opening the Google Search application and pressing
the Menu Key > Search settings.

¢ Google search: Adjust Google search settings.
o Searchable items: Adjust searching.

You can also clear shortcuts to recently chosen
search suggestions.

Voice Interaction

You can set the text-to-speech and voice recognition
options by pressing the Menu Key > Settings >
Voice input & output.

NOTE: You need to download voice data in order to
use the text-to-speech function. Tap Text-to-speech
settings > Install voice data.
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Accessibility

Configure accessibility options for accessibility related
applications.

About phone

Check system updates, phone status and battery use, or
view legal information and software versions.



Other Applications

Alarms
1. Press the Home Key > [ > Alarm.

2. Tap the default alarm to configure it. Or, to create
anew alarm, press the Menu Key > Add alarm.

. Tap Turn on alarm and set up Name, Time,
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Repeat, Snooze, Duration, Vibrate, Ringtone,

Volume, Volume crescendo, and Delay.

Docs To Go

A handy application suite that opens Word, Excel,
Powerpoint, or PDF files.

Press the Home Key > B > Docs To Go.
Read the on-screen instructions for detailed
information.

Note Pad

Note pad is for your memos. Press the Menu Key
to add or delete them, or to export the text to a txt
file in the microSD™ memory card. Press and hold
an existing note to edit, delete, share or export, or to
change its title.

Press the Home Key > [ > Note pad.

Calculator
Press the Home Key > [ > Calculator.

TIP: Press the Menu Key > Advanced panel to use
scientific calculation.

SIM Toolkit

SIM Toolkit will only appear on the screen if your SIM
card provides this function. To use SIM services, insert
your SIM card in the phone first.

Press the Home Key > Fff| > SIM Toolkit.

Task Manager

Press the Home Key > [ > Task Manager to view
or stop applications.

Tap a task in the Task tab to switch to its screen, abort
it, or see its detail. Tap Resource to view real-time
allocation of system resources.

Stopwatch
1. Press the Home Key > [ > Stopwatch.

2. Tap Start to start timing, Pause to pause time, and
Resume to continue.

3. Reset will take the stopwatch back to 00:00.0.
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For Your Safety

General Safety

Don't make or receive handheld calls
while driving. And never text while
driving.

Don't use at gas stations.

Keep your phone at least 15mm away
from your ear or body while making
calls.

Your phone may produce a bright or
flashing light.

Small parts may cause choking.

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Radio Frequency (RF) Energy

This model phone meets the government's requirements
for exposure to radio waves.

This phone is designed and manufactured not to exceed
the emission limits for exposure to radio frequency (RF)
energy set by the Federal Communications Commission
of the U.S. Government:

The exposure standard for wireless mobile phones
employs a unit of measurement known as the Specific
Absorption Rate, or SAR. The SAR limit set by the FCC is
1.6W/kg. *Tests for SAR are conducted using standard
operating positions accepted by the FCC with the phone
transmitting at its highest certified power level in all
tested frequency bands. Although the SAR is determined
at the highest certified power level, the actual SAR level
of the phone while operating can be well below the
maximum value. This is because the phone is designed
to operate at multiple power levels so as to use only the
power required to reach the network. In general, the
closer you are to a wireless base station antenna, the
lower the power output.

The highest SAR value for the model phone as reported
to the FCC when tested for use at the ear is 1.04 W/kg
and when worn on the body, as described in this user
guide, is 1.37 W/kg (Body-worn measurements differ
among phone models, depending upon available
enhancements and FCC requirements.)

While there may be differences between the SAR levels
of various phones and at various positions, they all meet
the government requirement.

The FCC has granted an Equipment Authorization for
this model phone with all reported SAR levels evaluated
as in compliance with the FCC RF exposure guidelines.
SAR information on this model phone is on file with the
FCC and can be found under the Display Grant section
of http://www.fcc.gov/oet/ealfccid/ after searching
on FCC ID: Q78-2990.

For body-worn operation, this phone has been tested
and meets the FCC RF exposure guidelines for use
with an accessory that contains no metal and positions
the handset a minimum of 0.6 inches (1.5 ¢cm) from
the body. Use of other enhancements may not ensure
compliance with FCC RF exposure guidelines. If you do
not use a body-worn accessory and are not holding the
phone at the ear, position the handset a minimum of
0.6 inches (1.5 cm) from your body when the phone is
switched on.

FCC Compliance

This device complies with part 15 of the FCC Rules.
Operation is subject to the following two conditions:
(1) This device may not cause harmful interference,
and (2) this device must accept any interference
received, including interference that may cause
undesired operation.

*In the United States and Canada, the SAR limit for mobile phones used by the public is 1.6 watts/kg (W/kg) averaged over one gram
of tissue.

flames or lit tobacco products.

liquid, moisture, or high humidity.

Do not drop, throw, or try to bend your phone or
its accessories.

e Do not use harsh chemicals, cleaning solvents, or
aerosols to clean the device or its accessories.

Air Bags

Do not place a phone in the area over an air bag or in
the air bag deployment area.

Store the phone safely before driving your vehicle.

Seizures/Blackouts
The phone can produce a bright or flashing light.

Repetitive Stress Injuries

To minimize the risk of RSI when texting or playing
games with your phone:

Do not grip the phone too tightly.
Press the buttons lightly.

Use the special features which are designed to minimize
the times of pressing buttons, such as Message
Templates and Predictive Text.

Take lots of breaks to stretch and relax.

Emergency Calls

This phone, like any wireless phone, operates using
radio signals, which cannot guarantee connection in all
conditions. Therefore, you must never rely solely on any
wireless phone for emergency communications.

Loud Noise

This phone is capable of producing loud noises, which
may damage your hearing. Turn down the volume
before using headphones, Bluetooth stereo headsets or
other audio devices.
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Phone Heating

Your phone may become warm during charging and
during normal use.

Electrical Safety

Accessories
Use only approved accessories.

Do not connect with incompatible products or
accessories.

Take care not to touch or allow metal objects, such
as coins or key rings, to contact or short-circuit in the
battery terminals.

Connection to a Car

Seek professional advice when connecting a phone
interface to the vehicle electrical system.

Faulty and Damaged Products

Do not attempt to disassemble the phone or its
accessories.

Only qualified personnel can service or repair the phone
or its accessories.

If your phone or its accessory has been submerged
in water, punctured, or subjected to a severe fall, do
not use it until you have taken it to be checked at an
authorized service center.
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Interference

General Statement on Interference

Care must be taken when using the phone in close
proximity to personal medical devices, such as
pacemakers and hearing aids.

Pacemakers

Pacemaker manufacturers recommend that a minimum
separation of 6 inches (15 cm) be maintained between
a mobile phone and a pacemaker to avoid potential
interference with the pacemaker. To achieve this, use
the phone on the opposite ear to your pacemaker and
do not carry it in a breast pocket.

Hearing Aids

People with hearing aids or other cochlear implants
may experience interfering noises when using wireless
devices or when one is nearby.

The level of interference will depend on the type of
hearing device and the distance from the interference
source, increasing the separation between them may
reduce the interference. You may also consult your
hearing aid manufacturer to discuss alternatives.

Medical Devices

Please consult your doctor and the device manufacturer

to determine if operation of your phone may interfere
with the operation of your medical device.

Hospitals

Switch off your wireless device when requested to do
so in hospitals, clinics or health care facilities. These
requests are designed to prevent possible interference
with sensitive medical equipment.

Aircraft

Switch off your wireless device whenever you are
instructed to do so by airport or airline staff.

Consult the airline staff about the use of wireless
devices on board the aircraft. If your device offers a
“flight mode,” this must be enabled prior to boarding
an aircraft.

Interference in Cars

Please note that because of possible interference to
electronic equipment, some vehicle manufacturers
forbid the use of mobile phones in their vehicles unless
a hands-free kit with an external antenna is included in
the installation.
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Explosive Environments

Gas Stations and

Explosive Atmospheres

In locations with potentially explosive atmospheres,
obey all posted signs to turn off wireless devices such
as your phone or other radio equipment.

Areas with potentially explosive atmospheres include
fueling areas, below decks on boats, fuel or chemical
transfer or storage facilities, areas where the air
contains chemicals or particles, such as grain, dust, or
metal powders.

Blasting Caps and Areas

Power off your mobile phone or wireless device when in
a blasting area or in areas posted power off “two-way
radios” or "electronic devices” to avoid interfering with
blasting operations.
